Abbey Steel calculate that for every
tonne of steel it salvages and recycles,
it prevents five and a half tonnes of
greenhouse gases being produced (the
carbon footprint for each fresh tonne of
steel smelted). Abbey Steel has
succeeded in making a commercial
virtue out of resource efficiency. They
have created Abbeysteel™ to underline
their product’s environmental
credentials and have applied for
ISO14001 accreditation to further help
build sales.

How they did it

Steel that cannot be reshaped into

a reusable steel blank is sent to be
melted down and reused so waste
to landfill has been radically reduced.
Lorries sent to collect fresh steel
blanks from suppliers always leave
loaded with deliveries for customers.
Advice and help has come from the
Knowledge Transfer Partnership,
from Hatfield University, and the East
of England Development Agency.
